50 DAYS OF JOY 
The seven weeks from Easter to Pentecost are 
celebrated as one great Feast Day. St. Athanasius 
called them "the great Sunday". During these 50 
days of rejoicing Christians sing the "Alleluia" with 
gusto and enthusiasm. White or gold vestments are 
worn by the priests and deacons and the sanctuary 
is sumptuously decorated. 


HOLY WATER AT THE DOOR 
At the door of every Catholic Church you will find a 
Holy Water Font. We dip our fingers into the water 
and make the Sign of the Cross whenever we enter 
or leave the church. This simple gesture reminds us 
that Baptism is the gateway to life in Christ and 
membership in the Church.


NEED A FRESH START? 
The Resurrection reminds us that it is never too late 
to begin again. The Sacrament of Reconciliation is 
a place of mercy, healing, and new life, where we 
encounter the love of God and the freedom that 
comes from forgiveness. We hear Confessions 
every Saturday afternoon from 3:00–3:45PM, or by 
appointment.


PRAY FOR OUR STUDENTS  
In this Easter season, as we celebrate the new life 
Christ has won for us, we are reminded that this 
same life is given to us through the sacraments. 
Our parish is blessed with students preparing to 
receive First Holy Communion and Confirmation 
later this spring.

As a parish family, let us keep them in our prayers; 
that they may come to know Jesus more deeply, be 
strengthened by His grace, and be filled with the 
joy of new life in Him.

EVERY LIFE IS PRECIOUS! 
Support Bill C-218 (The Right to Recover Act): You 
are invited to visit HelpNotHarmCanada.ca to 
contact your Member of Parliament and urge support 
for Bill C-218. This legislation would ensure that 
Medical Assistance in Dying (MAiD) is not extended 
to individuals whose sole underlying condition is 
mental illness. Without this amendment, MAiD will be 
available for mental illness alone beginning in March 
2027.

A vote is expected in April 2026, making this a 
critical moment to act. Our Catholic faith teaches 
that every human life is a sacred gift from God. 
Those who struggle with mental illness deserve care, 
compassion, and hope… never abandonment or the 
offer of death.

Let us raise our voices together in faithful witness to 
the dignity of every human life.
